A new 
production of this delightful musical opened on Broadway in 1996 and the National Tour 
appeared in San Francisco. Memorable songs include “Coffee Break”, “The Company Way”, 
“A Secretary Is Not a Toy”, “I Believe In You”, and “Brotherhood Of Man”..
